Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA)  

The RCIA is a process for adults seeking initiation into the 
Catholic Church.  Weekly gatherings consist of prayer and 
sharing as we come to discover where God is calling each 
individual.  The process is open to those: 

§ not baptized 

§ baptized in another denomination now seeking to make a 
profession of faith in the Catholic Church and be         
confirmed and receive Holy Eucharist 

§ baptized Catholics who have not completed their       
Christian Initiation (have not been Confirmed and/or have 
not received First Eucharist) 

Catholics wanting to learn more about their faith are  
encouraged to participate in any of the other faith  
enrichment programs being offered in our parish.  

The RCIA journey involves the faith community as a whole by 
deepening its own conversion to Christ and by providing a 
prayerful example of Christian living for those inquiring into the 
Catholic faith.  RCIA sessions begin Wed. Sept. 20 at 7 pm.
