New Hospital Policy Regarding Visits & Chaplaincy  ï As a 
result of changes in the formation of a province-wide healthy authority, our 
hospital chaplains no longer receive notifications when a Catholic is admit-
ted to a hospital. Parishioners are asked to notify your parish office before 

going to the hospital, or when scheduling surgery and other admissions.  

You can contact the chaplains at:  
Regina General Hospital: 306-519-1405;  
Pasqua Hospital: 306-519-1380;  
Wascana Rehabilitation Centre: 306-530-6511.  
Catholic chaplains visit patients and their families to address any spiritual 
needs, to pray, to provide a friendly face and comforting presence, to talk about 
peopleôs fears and concern, to bring Communion, and to anoint the sick. In case 
of emergency, patients and families can also call the hospital switchboard to 
request the Catholic chaplain.  

Key things to know: Patients are sometimes reluctant to call a priest,  
perhaps because they think that means that they are dying. However, many 
people will happily receive a visit from the chaplain. Please help your people to 
understand that chaplaincy includes much more than sacramental  
ministries. In addition to the full-time lay chaplains in each hospital, we are 
served by numerous hospital visitors, as well as three priests on call for  
sacramental ministries.
